Effective immediately, CCL has been notified via 
Paramedical Personnel that first aid cards will 
now be from the American Heart  

Association  First Aid Program.  The AHA cards have a 2 year 
certification instead of the previous 3 year that the American 
Safety & Health Institute offered. Both first aid and CPR will 
now be from the AHA and both have a 2 year certification 
which means that cards will expire 2 years after the 
certification date. We hope this change will help caregivers 
keep track of certification now that both cards are on the same 
time line.

           ATTENTION CHILD CARE PROVIDERS!! 
Please read the following memo from Liz Kelly, OCC Director 

 

 

 
 

 
This memo serves to clarify products child care providers may use for cleaning, sanitizing and  
disinfecting purposes.  The Office of Child Care requires child care providers to use disinfectants after 
cleaning surfaces prone to contamination and the possible spread of bacteria.  Surfaces such as food 
preparation areas, tables, and toys must be cleaned and disinfected according to general sanitation 
guidelines.  Products used for cleaning and disinfecting must have an EPA registration number and must 
be used according to product label instructions.   General Sanitation Guidelines are provided on the 
MSDE – Office of Child Care Web-site.  http://www.marylandpublicschools.org/NR/
rdonlyres/5FCFA874-2853-4247-ACC4-F11196C07F93/10596/GeneralSanitationGuidelines.pdf 
 
While bleach is the preferred product for sanitizing and disinfecting purposes, there are a number of 
commercial disinfectants that are available. 
 
Only U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA)-registered products that have an EPA registration 
number on the label can make public health claims that can be relied on for reducing or destroying 
germs. The EPA registration label will also describe the product as a cleaner, sanitizer, or disinfec­tant. It 
is important to use the least toxic cleaner, sanitizer and disinfectant for the particular job. Products that 
are labeled as “green” sanitizers and disinfectants should be EPA-registered. Products must be used  
according to manu­facturer’s instructions (Caring for Our Children: National Health and Safety  
Performance Standard 3.3 Cleaning, Sanitizing and Disinfecting). 
 
Before using any product for cleaning, sanitizing or disinfecting, the user should verify that the product 
has been registered with the EPA and carries the registration number on the packaging. 
 
There has been confusion about whether Shaklee’s Basic-G is an approved product for use as a  
disinfectant.  “Shaklee’s Basic-G” is a Quaternary Ammonium compound type disinfectant.  The  
components of these materials are based on its chemical formula content of amines, not ammonia.  
“Basic-G” is an EPA registered product (#47371-129-7294).  Therefore, “Shaklee’s Basic-G”, when used 
in accordance with the manufacturer’s instructions, is acceptable for use in a child care facility as a  
disinfectant. 
 
The information contained in this memo is intended to dispel any previous misunderstanding related to 
products that may be used for cleaning, sanitizing and disinfecting purposes, including “Shaklee 
Basic-G”, and is not to be construed as a recommendation of any product.

Cornstarch Goop 
You’ve GOT to try this one!! This is a 
really fun, easy activity that will   
fascinate the kids (and you!) In a 
big bowl, mix about 1/2 a box of cornstarch with 
enough water so it feels like clay. Not too wet, not 
too powdery. The fun thing about this goop activity 
is that you can have several different experiences. If 
you hit the goop in the bowl, it feels hard. Stick your 
fingers in and try to grab a clump, it feels thick like 
clay. Take it out of the bowl and it turns into a      
liquid! Give the kids big spoons so they can scoop it 
up and let it dribble back into the bowl. Let them dig 
in with their hands. If they want to know how this 
happens, you can explain about suspended mole-
cules and such, but I think “magic” is a much better 
answer. So roll up your sleeves and have fun!! 

Mini Indian Corn  
Hereõs what you need: 

-rectangular graham crackers, 
the kind that break into 3õs 

-chocolate icing  

-Reeceõs Pieces 

-yellow muffin liners (one for 
each corn)  

-glue 

Hereõs what to do: 

1.Spread chocolate icing on graham cracker  

2.Press Reeceõs Pieces into icing, covering the whole cracker. 
You can choose to let the icing and candy harden into place be-
fore continuing if you want to. It would keep the candy from 
sliding around during the next step.  

3.Flatten muffin cup & fold in half  

4.Place your corn in the center of muffin cup, folded side 
down. Now fold over one sideé 

5é.then fold over the other side and use a dab of glue to hold 
together  

 

Foliage Friends  
Materials : 

~Autumn leaves from your yard           

~Paper       ~Glue       

~Pencils, markers and/or crayons  

~a good imagination  

Now, go outside and see what kinds of 

òanimalsó are hiding in your leaf piles. 

Below are some possibilities. When 

you've found leaves in your yard whose 

shapes you like, glue them to pieces of 

paper and use pencil, pen or crayon to 

make your creatures complete. To    

preserve your creations, press them        

between two books and then cover 

them with clear contact paper.  

 

Fun Fall Group Activities!  

**Buy 10 mini -pumpkins and label each one with a number 1 -10. Hide 

them around the room before the children arrive. Have a pumpkin 

hunt and when they are all found, have the children put them in   

numerical order. Afterwards the children can paint them!  

**Using a large piece of paper, such as bulletin board paper, draw 

the outline of a big tree trunk and bare branches. Have children 

search through old magazines/catalogs and rip or cut out anything 

brown (obtain a sample of the color, the whole object is not needed) 

You can also fill in with brown scrap paper. Then they will glue these 

ôswatchesõ on the tree trunk and branches. Next, add leaves using 

handprints, crumpled orange/red tissue paper or even real leaves.  

Handprint Reindeer Puppet  

Supplies: 

-Paper bags   -construction paper   -glue, scissors, markers  

-googly eyes or eyes cut from paper  -black pom-poms 

1.Trace childõs two hands on construction paper. Cut them out, these 

are the antlers.  

2.The bottom of the bag is the reindeer head. Glue the antlers be-

hind the head.  

3. Cut out eyes from construction paper or use googly eyes. Glue on 

the black pom -pom for the nose (or make Rudolph using a red pom -

pom.) 

4. Draw a mouth with markers or crayons. Fold the two square edges 

of the paper bag bottom under and glue down. This give the face a 

little shape.  

Optional additions: add a brown  òcollaró at the reindeerõs òneckó and 

glue a red milk bottle top just under it. Write the reindeerõs name on 

the bottle top. Or add some paper (or real!) bells on the collar.
